Visual Basic Program 4b – Add, Subtract, Multiply, Divide

Fancier Calculator…
This is an improvement on the previous calculator.  It would be nice to be able to enter values in a window, and then select what you want to do with them.

Alt + F11, then F5 as usual to run the program.
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The use of the TextBox function lets the user enter values to be used in a calculation.

The numbers are entered into a pair of TextBox’s.  Each is referred to as: TextBox1.Text or TextBox2.Text.  You will find the key word Text listed in the properties window for each of the TextBoxes.

The Val ( ) function converts your typed values to double precision numerical floating point numbers so that the arithmetic can be done.

What to do:
The first calculators were able to do just about what you are seeing.  Add an X2 Button.  To do this, add another Command Button and change it’s Caption to X2.  Figure out what code will produce this !  ( Hint:  Multiply the value times itself… )

Hmmmmmmmmm, how about a square root key?
