Visual Basic: Two Slider Controls to Play With

There are often programs that take their input from some type of slider control.  The right hand edge of your screen may very well have a vertical slider bar right now. The demo is shown below.
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The vertical slider is called ScrollBar1; the horizontal slider is called Slider1. Try the program that is imbedded here first:  Alt + F11, then F5.  You’ll notice that one control has the units Miles Per Hour, and the other units in Micro Farads ( uF ). 

The code that makes the vertical bar work follows:

Private Sub ScrollBar1_Change()

    

TextBox1.Text = Str(ScrollBar1.Value) + " MPH"

End Sub

And here is the code for the horizontal control.

Private Sub Slider1_Click()

    

TextBox1.Text = Str(Slider1.Value) + " uF"

End Sub

You’ll notice that the horizontal bar doesn’t update the textbox until you stop moving it. The vertical bar would also be behaving that way if not for this additional bit of code that puts any ‘change’ up for you to see.

Private Sub ScrollBar1_Scroll()

ScrollBar1_Change 'This allows you to see the change as you drag the slider

End Sub

You can make some changes to the units easily; can you think of something to use these for?
